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*POLICIES AND PRESCHOOL RULES*

Please read the following information carefully: 

Registration & Tuition 

At the time of registration a $75 fee is required. This fee is non-refundable. Tuition payment is due by the 10th of each month. Tuition may be paid by cash or check.  NO REMINDERS WILL BE GIVEN.  If payment is not received by the 10th a $10 late fee will be added, and if payment is not received by the end of the month the child will not be allowed to come back to preschool until all balances are paid in full. 

Checks should be made out to Simon Says Preschool or Mindy Simon. Any check returned for insufficient funds will be assessed a $20 service charge. 

No refunds will be given for missed school days. Materials missed due to your child’s absence will be sent home with the child on the day they return. 

Simon Says Preschool reserves the right to cancel class should an emergency arise. Our preschool calendar mirrors the Davis County Traditional Calendar; preschool will not be 
held on holidays, district vacation days (UEA, teacher work days, Spring Break), and snow 
days when public school classes in the area are cancelled.  A yearly calendar will be given to each preschool student at the Open House.

The door to the preschool will be open only 5 minutes before class. Please do not drop your child off before this time. Also, please be prompt in picking up your child. If you are more than 10 minutes past the class end time a late fee will be added to next month’s tuition. The late fee is $5 per 10 minute increment the child remains (i.e., 11:40 to 11:50=$5, 11:50 to 12:00=$10, etc.). Each parent will be given one freebie for a $5 late fee. Please pass this information on to anyone else who may be transporting your child. 

 

Sick Children 

Please keep your child home if they are not feeling well. It is difficult to disappoint your child but it keeps from spreading the illness through the entire class. I will give specific guidelines concerning this matter at the beginning of the year. 

 

Immunizations 

To protect myself, my family, and the other students, every child MUST be current on 
their immunizations before preschool starts and must continue all immunizations required 
during their preschool attendance. Your preschool enrollment will be terminated if 
immunizations are not up to date. Contact your healthcare provider to double check your 
child’s immunization record. 



Dress 

Dress your child in comfortable clothing so they are prepared for current weather conditions. Also keep in mind that we will be using many mediums such as playdough, paint, etc., and will be eating snack. 

Please dress your child in clothes that will be easy for them to use the bathroom by themselves and inform me of any belts, leotards, onesies or other clothing/accessories the child might be wearing that could interfere with their bathroom use. 

 
Bathroom Use 

All students must be fully potty-trained before the first day of class (not in the process).   Please remember that I am a mom and know that potty training is SOOO frustrating.  If you feel your child will be more comfortable at the first part of the year in a pull up (or if YOU will be more comfortable,).  Please try to have your child go to the bathroom before bringing them to preschool. 

I will not help your child in the bathroom. Please make sure your child can use the bathroom by his/her self. This includes wiping and flushing the toilet. 

Accidents happen and I will try not to embarrass the child as I try to keep the preschool room as sanitary as possible. If your child should have an accident I will call you immediately to come and get your child to change and clean them up at home. 

Please let me know of any difficulties your child may have in this area. 
Behavior Management 

Learning how to get along with others and follow rules takes lots of practice and is new to 
preschoolers. However, they are at an age that they should be able to follow simple rules, 
respond to commands, exhibit self-control and deal with frustrations that may develop. 


Homework 

Homework is sent out on Mondays for the 4 year old preschoolers.  This is OPTIONAL.  It will be relevant to the subject matter we are learning or will be reviewing the shapes, colors, numbers or letters we are working on that week.  If the child chooses to complete the homework and return it to me on Friday, the preschooler can pick a prize from the treasure box.

 
Show ‘N’ Tell 

Show and Tell is a great way for children to gain confidence speaking in front of other children, increase their vocabulary, and build self-confidence. This year your child will have that opportunity one day per week. I will send home a note at the beginning of the year with some guidelines. 

 
Pick Up/Drop Off 

All preschoolers will come through the garage to get to the preschool room in the basement.  I will be waiting for the children each day once I open the garage door.  I will be waiting either outside during good weather or right inside the garage door if it is cold or wet.  Please feel free to just drop off your children out front.  I would ask that you do NOT pull into the driveway (for all the children’s safety).  At the end of preschool, I will walk with the children out to the garage and have them waiting for you.  I will excuse them once I see the car or carpool to which they belong.  If you need to pick up your child early just let me know and I will try to have them ready. 

 
Supplies 

I will provide your child with all the school items they need (crayons, scissors, glue, etc.) but may ask you to supply recyclable items (paper towel rolls, baby food jars, etc.) as they are needed for craft projects. 

Please send you child each day with a book bag big enough to fit a regular sheet of paper. 




Birthdays 

Each child will get a chance to celebrate his or her birthday at school. If it is during the school year I will choose the preschool day closest. If it is a summer birthday, we will celebrate ½ birthdays (June birthdays will be celebrated in December, July birthdays in January and August birthdays in February).  The birthday child will be the leader that day and can bring a birthday treat to share with his/her school friends. 


Snack 

There will be a snack provided each day. This will not be equivalent to a meal so make sure 
if your child is in the morning class they eat breakfast before they come or lunch if they 
are in the afternoon class. Please make me aware of any and all allergies your child 
may have. 
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
